1950’s, President Eisenhower was my Commander-in-chief. For these, and many other
reasons, I am extremely pleased to play a role in ensuring that he will be memorialized
for generations to come.

Senator Dodd commented:

1 am very happy to join my former Senate colleagues, Senators Pat Roberts, Bob Dole,
Secretary Baker, my friend, Tom Hanks, and so many of the distinguished Americans who
have come together to build the memorial honoring one of my greatest heroes, Dwight
Eisenhower.
